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Meeting Minutes

September 15, 2007

President Gene Bastys in Lynden, WA called the meeting to order at 12 p.m. on September 15, 2007. Guests and new members
were introduced and welcomed. Gene thanked Cheryl Swartz and Mary Everest for being in charge of the decorations; Ted Hinds
for being in charge of the golf, and Doug & Dianne Mumaw for donating the basket for the raffle for the Washington state rally.

Secretary: It was moved and seconded that the August meeting minutes be approved as written; the motion was approved
Treasurer: Ending balance for the checking account is $1,909.19; ending balance for the membership savings is $670.46; and the
ending balance for the Charity fund is $971.17.

Membership: Jim Hoffman reported that there are 67 member coaches and there are two applications out; these people may join.
If there are changes to the roster, please contact Jim. If you want a new roster, e-mail is the easiest way to get it.

Sunshine: Don & Mickie Ball couldn’t attend the rally because of Don’s surgery and Mickie hurt her arm. Jan Williamson had
rotary cuff surgery.

Merchandise: Contact the Stapletons if you wish to order anything; Jane Ward has forms.

Newsletter: Jim Mathews is passing the responsibilities for the newsletter on to Eileen Barrett beginning November 1. Send all
items for the newsletter to Jim thru October and beginning November 1, send them to Eileen. Erik and Jane Ward will be mailing
the newsletter to those who do not have e-mail.

Charity: Jane Ward reported that school supplies were bought for Housing Hope school children and they are still working on
getting blinds for the day care.

Outing Reports: Janet Bastys reported that hosts are needed for three outings and a co-host for one outing. There were volunteers
for all of these positions.

The auction will be held at the October outing in Lynden. There was discussion on whether we want to do this every year or every
other year. This is our only activity to fund our charity. We have raised $1200 to $1300 with this activity. It was pointed out that
only the people who attend that outing are supporting the charity and maybe we could do something where all members can
contribute. It was suggested that we do it at the Christmas outing since we have such a good turn-out but most agreed that we are
already donating presents and the auction should not be done at the time. Howard Aoyama made a motion to have the auction every
other year at outing close to home beginning in 2008. The motion was seconded and approved. Ken Hopp said he could make the
shop at Roy Robinson available for the auction. It will be left up to the charity committee to choose the date.

There were three choices for the October 2008 outing, and the Mumaws and Everests will host this outing. Because they didn’t
want be responsible for choosing the location, Dianne asked for a vote of the membership. A vote was taken and the October 10-12,
2008, outing will be in Chelan.

Christmas Outing: Jane Ward reported that Gere-a-Deli’s would cater the Saturday night dinner for $22.50 per person (includes tax
and tip). After much discussion, there was a motion and second that the dinner cost will be $17 per person for members; the club
will pay $5.50. Non-members will pay $22.50. The motion was approved. It was also moved, seconded, and approved for the
treasurer to write a check for the Saturday evening dinner.

There was discussion on having a dinner at the park on Friday as well. Gene asked for a raise of hands of those who would like to
participate in this meal; the majority said they would like to have this dinner as well. Jane said she had a quote of $611.28 for this.
It was moved and seconded that we have the dinner, charge $10 per person and any excess money go to our charity fund. This
motion was approved.

John Henderson gave a report for the committee who was appointed to research the availability of other RV parks for the Christmas
outing in 2008. That committee was John Henderson, Bart Cronin, Tom Atkinson, and Tim Swartz. He said there were five
requirements they used to make their decision: 1) adequate RV sites (35 minimum); 2) club room to accommodate at least 70
people; 3) availability of a kitchen; 4) minimum travel time; and 5) access to a caterer. There was only one park that came close to
meeting all of these criteria—Cedars RV in Ferndale. They had a good facility and rates comparable to Fidalgo Bay. However,
after personal inspection of caterers referred by the RV park and no response to phone calls to others, the committee decided this
criteria was not met. Other options considered were to have the board cook the dinner or to have a potluck. It is necessary for us to
make reservations for 2008 in December of 2007. It was the recommendation of the committee that since we can’t do better than
the Fidalgo Bay park if the prices stay the same and the meeting room continues to be available to us we should continue to have the
Christmas outing there. There was a motion and a second to accept the recommendations of the committee; the motion was
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approved.

There will be no caravan to Lynden for the October outing. Ted announced that there are 20 sites available so please make
reservations so they can release those we are not going to use. Bring items to the auction—new or “gently used” items only, please.

Dave Ronning noted that the November luncheon is on Thursday, November 15, at the Royal Fork in Mount Vernon.

Old Business: Gene announced that Jim had put the bylaws without signatures on the web site for anyone who would like to
review them.

New Business: John Henderson has the phone number and procedure to make reservations for the 2008 GNR for anyone who plans
to attend.

The nomination committee, Sharon Atkinson and Carolyn Henderson, announced those who are willing to serve as officers for
2008. They are Tom Stewart, President; Ken Barrett, Vice President; Mary Everest, Secretary; and Jane Ward, Treasurer.

Janet Bastys gave a report on the chapter presidents’ state meeting. She said WIT Western Area Rep, Dan Harper, said that all over
the U.S., clubs are closing because they can’t get officers so Janet thanked those willing to serve. She also stated that we have the
best dealers so we should support them. She suggested remembering them with Christmas cards and sending thank you notes if you
receive a gift from them in the drawings. The Wash-I-Bagos are creating a web site. The Northwest Regional Rally will be May
15-18, 2008 at Moses Lake and the Washington State Rally will be September 11-14, 2008 at Lynden. Our club is responsible for
setting up tables and chairs at Moses Lake; this must be done by noon on Wednesday. We are responsible for hospitality and the
golf tournament at the State Rally.

Gene reported that the IRS rules have changed. If our gross income does not exceed $5000 we should be fine. From $5,000 to
$25,000 you may be audited, and over $25,000 you must file and pay taxes.

Gene announced the birthdays and anniversaries for September. Jim Hoffman brought a cake to celebrate the 60" wedding
anniversary of Jack and Merle Patterson.

There was a motion and second to adjourn the meeting; the motion was approved and the meeting adjourned.
