Our club has been assigned Set up. Our duties are listed below.

We need to arrive to the fairgrounds on Tuesday afternoon. We perform the set up on
Wednesday morning and must be done by noon.

Rally Fees: one unit/two people, $90; one unit/one person, $65; extra person,$25; fees paid after
May 1 increase $20 per unit. Extra night is $15 per night. Your rally fee includes; three nights
camping; catered meals Friday and Saturday evenings; lunches Thursday, Friday, and Saturday;
breakfast Friday and Saturday; brown bag breakfast Sunday morning to send you on your way.

A craft show has been added to the festivities. Everyone is encouraged to bring the crafts you have
made during the last year to the show. Crafts will be judged and ribbons awarded in a variety of
categories.

Most spaces are in a grassy area with electricity and water only; no sewer. In addition, if you
require handicap parking, you must fill out the portion on the registration form that is for handicap
parking. If you are first timers to a rally, be sure and mark your registration to receive one night
parking free.

Generally duties include, setting up tables and chairs, and stage area in the
main hall as directed by WASH-I-BAGOS officers and may include setting up seating &/or tables
for vendors, seminars and other rally activities. Tables and chairs will all need to be wiped down
from dirt and dust. Some heavy lifting in moving equipment/tables/chairs is required. Coordination
with other committee chairpersons is suggested. (i.e. Decorations, hospitality needs 3 tables,
etc.). Registration tables needed.
